When the doorbell rings at AALOC, the odds are that an ani-
mal needs help.   With a sinking economy and more folks 

losing their jobs, pet owners are ýnding that they cannot afford 
vet care or even food, while others have lost homes and some 
are living in cars with their beloved pets because homeless shel-
ters wonôt allow animals. Still, others just abandon their pets like 
yesterdayôs garbage.  

One thing is for certain, we each get a knot in our stomach when 
someone comes to the door.  We know that as a no-kill humane 
society, animals will always be dropped off by well-intentioned 

people who have either found pets or must give up their own.  What they donôt know is that we 
simply are unable to continue on this ñone way road,ò where animals are repeatedly left on the 
doorstep or tied to our fencing.   The emails and calls that we receive from those who want to 
ýnd placement for dogs and cats outnumber those who want to adopt by at least 100:1.  At some 
point, there is no more rooméand we are at that point.   
There are those who have said, ñJust say no,ò but itôs not easy when youôre the one standing in 
front of an adult man reduced to tears while holding his dog in his arms and pleading for you to 
take it in because he has lost his home, or when you are the one speaking to a senior citizen who 
tells you that she is terminally ill and begs you to take in her pets before she passes so she can 
die in peace.  When you are the one, your heart breaks into a million pieces.  ñNoò is not in your 
vocabulary, itôs not in your heart.   Itôs not why you volunteered or chose to work at AALOC. 
This week an email came from one of many who have found kittens in their yards.  Mom and dad 
were caring for the kittens, and mom was eventually was taken in to be spayed.  While mom was 
convalescing in the home, dad and kittens were attacked by coyotes, leaving only one kitten alive 
and too traumatized for words.  The person emailing begs for help for the one kitten.  Really, truly, 
how does one ñJust say no?ò 
We are making a personal appeal to great pet owners to visit our Humane Center and adopt 
one of our dogs or cats.  Adopting gives new life to a rescued dog or cat and opens up space for 
another who needs rescue desperately.
